Privacy notice (how we use personal information on Get Information about Schools (GIAS))

Kings Heath Primary School processes personal information relating to members of its governing body to meet statutory, safeguarding, and operational requirements. This section explains how we collect, store, and use this information.

Categories of governance information we process:
• Personal identifiers and characteristics (name, date of birth, contact details, postcode, address).
• Governance role details (role type, start/end dates, committee membership, governor ID).
• Declarations of interest.
• Attendance records.
• Training records.
• Any statutory information required for transparency, safeguarding, or LA/DfE reporting.

Why we collect and use governance information:
We collect governance information to:
• Meet statutory duties placed on governing bodies.
• Fulfil transparency requirements (GIAS).
• Maintain accurate records of governance roles and declarations.
• Support safeguarding duties.
• Enable the DfE to verify suitability for governance roles.
• Comply with the Education Act and Schools Standards and Framework Act.
• Support communication regarding school business and training.

Lawful bases for processing governance information:
Under Article 6 UK GDPR:
• 6(1)(c) Legal obligation – statutory duties placed on maintained school governing bodies.
• 6(1)(e) Public task – governance of a maintained school.
• 6(1)(b) Contract – where applicable for role agreements.

Statutory basis:
• Section 538 of the Education Act 1996 (requirement to supply governance information to the DfE).

Special category data (Article 9):
• 9(2)(b) Employment/social protection law.
• 9(2)(g) Substantial public interest (including safeguarding and equality).

Collecting governance information:
Governance roles data is essential for the school, academy or academy trust’s operational use. Whilst the majority of personal information you provide to us is mandatory, some of it may be requested on a voluntary basis. In order to comply with UK-GDPR, we will inform you at the point of collection, whether you are required to provide certain information to us or if you have a choice in this.
We collect information through governor application forms, declarations of interest, induction forms, and updates during a governor's term of office.

Storing governance information:
Governance data is stored securely in line with:
• Data Protection Policy (placeholder link)

Who we share governance information with:
• Birmingham Local Authority
• The Department for Education (DfE) via GIAS
• Internal staff members (where necessary)
• External clerking or governance support services

Why we share governance information:
Maintained schools must share governor information with the DfE under Section 538 of the 
Education Act 1996. The DfE uses this information to:
• increase transparency of governance arrangements
• identify individuals governing in multiple contexts
• confirm suitability for governance roles

Your data protection rights:
Governors have the same rights as listed in the workforce section, including rights to access, 
rectification, restriction, objection (where applicable), and complaint to the ICO.
